The latest order of magnitude of responses on a State/Territory basis is: WA (21 responses, 20%), Victoria (20 responses, 19%), ACT (16 responses, 15%), NSW (16 responses, 15%), QLD (15 responses, 14%), South Australia (6 responses, 6%), Tasmania (5 responses, 5%), and the Northern Territory (3 responses, 3%). There have also been 4 responses from overseas (4%).
