You will see the progress of 3 years work of removing weeds and direct seeding native ground cover plants and you’ll learn of the processes involved in re-vegetation.

Project Dragonfly. On our way back we’ll have a glimpse at Majura Dams where volunteers started rehabilitation work in October 2005 and recently began work to control erosion of a compacted area in the vicinity of the dams.
